CONDITIONS FOR MEMBERS AWARD SCHEME

join if so desired. No points will be counted until 2008 Membership Fees
have been paid, any points gained before payment will not count.

1 Any physical or verbal abuse directed at a Judge, Steward, Committee Member or
Exhibitor will lead to instant dismissal from the Show Ground.

2 The Judge will ride at their discretion without giving an explanation.

3 The Committee has the Right to Refuse Any Entries without giving a reason or to
alter or amalgamate any Class.

4 Any animal that kicks MUST wear a Red Ribbon on its tail at all times.

5 NO horse or Pony under the age of 4 to be ridden.

6 Owners, Competitors and Riders are under obligation at ALL times when mounted to
ensure that they are wearing protective headgear complying with Current British
Standards.

7 Suitable Footwear must be worn at all times whilst mounted or entering the ring.

8 Body Protectors are advisable in all Jumping Classes.

9 Lead Reins must be attached to the noseband in Lead Rein Classes.

0 No Refunds for Classes which clash.

1 Any Objections must be made within half an hour of Class at the Secretary's Tent. A
£10.00 deposit will be required but will be returned if the complaint is upheld.

12. No Whips or Spurs are to be used in the Gymkhana.

13 The Judge's decision is final.

14 Vehicles are parked at owner's risk.

15 All competitors must be suitably dressed for all Classes.

The SWEP Committee are all Volunteers, we hold our Shows to raise Funds to pay for
Veterinary, Feed, Farrier and Transport bills, etc. Without these Shows we would not be
able to help the moorland and privately owned Horses and Ponies that come to our
attention.
We follow up complaints of neglect, cruelty and abandonment. The amount of complaints
and number of equines in our care proves the need for a locally-based equine welfare
society.
In November 1999 we removed 12 moorland foals and mares from cruel owners. They
were tethered to tyres, fridges, lorry chassis, etc., no grass, no feed, knee deep in mud
and starving to death.
In January 2000, 26 moorland mares and foals in a field and starving to death were
helped.
In October, 2000 we assisted the police by rounding up and removing into our care 15
moorland colt foals aged between 2 months and 6 months of age from a busy area of
Plymouth. They had been abandoned after not selling at a Tavistock Auction.
In March 2003 DEFRA removed 7 Bodmin Moor ponies on Welfare Grounds. All 7 came
into SWEP care. Emaciated, worm ridden and near to death. All 7 survived and one
produced a colt foal in May.
These are just a few of the things SWEP was involved in 2007:
Attended Road Traffic Accidents (RTAs) — sadly at least 5 horses / ponies died.
Responded to calls from the Police and concerned members of the public for
Dartmoor and Bodmin Moor equines in distress.
Monitored Horse sales at Tavistock and Hallworthy and the Merrivale Pony Drift.
Took into care and sought new homes for:
0 Orphaned colt ‘Dancer’. Dancer was 2 days old when his mare was hit by a car,
sadly she died shortly after.
o  Autumn, a mare from Bodmin Moor.
o0 Lexi, afilly foal off Dartmoor was hit and injured in a Road Traffic Accident with a
car.
o0 Orphaned foals Jenny, Beanie and Robin.
